We do our best to test fabrics and notify you of risks prior to treatment, but it is impossible to predict the outcome of
every garment. Therefore, prior to beginning treatment on “restoration” orders or gowns we deem “High Risk” for
problems, HGP must receive a $300 non-refundable deposit and a signed liability release form. If you prefer not to
accept the proposed treatment and risks, HGP will return your deposit and ship your garment back to you without
charge.

| further expressly agree that the foregoing release, waiver and indemnity agreement is intended to be as broad and
inclusive as the State of Texas will allow and that if any portion thereof is held invalid, it is agreed that that the balance
shall, not withstanding, continue in full legal force and effect.

This agreement shall be effective and binding upon my heirs, next of kin, executors, administrator and assigns, in event
of my death. By signing this agreement, | waive my right to bring a court action to recover compensation or obtain any
other remedy for any damage to my property.
